Rules (patronages FPF n° 2010/28, FIAP n° 2010/114 ) 

 

 

1-The Photo-Club de Paris-Val-de-Bièvre presents its 6th bi-annual International 

Photography Exhibition that will take place from 15 to 28 of  November , 2010 at the 

Paris 14
éme

 City Hall located 12 rue Durouchoux. 

 

2- It is open to non professional and professional photographers 

 

3- The exhibition will include two categories: 

 Category A : Monochrome print images – Theme is open - 4 images maximum per photographer 

 Category B : Colour print images – Theme is open - 4 images maximum per photographer 

 

4- Prints made by any photographic process, including digital, will be accepted 

All prints must be mounted on flat sheet that must be exactly 30x40cm to fit our frames. Maximum thickness 

is 2mm. Hooks of any kind are forbidden as well as glass frames. The print size is free within this limit.  

The organizer will reject any print that is not mounted as required. 

 

5- Each entry must show on the back of the prints:  

 

 the title of the photograph,  

 first name,  

 last name  

 mail address of the photographer and electronic mail if possible 

 

6-Entry fees including return postage are: 

 

 1 section 2 sections 

France 15 € or 22 $US 12 € or 18 $US 

European Union 15 € or 22 $US 20€ or 30 $US 

Other Country 15 € or 22 $US 30€ or 45 $US 

FIAP affiliated club 45 € or 60 $US for 20 images + 15 € or 25 $US per  group of 10 additional images  

 

 

They may be paid either with a French check (drawn on a French bank) to the order of the Photo-Club de Paris-

Val-de-Bièvre, or in cash or IRC for foreigners.  

 

Any entry without fee will be rejected and not returned. 

 

7-Pictures should be sent, properly stamped to:

The pictures will be returned in their original packing which should be suitable 

 

8-Rewards will consist in medals (FIAP, FPF) and diplomas. A catalogue will be sent to every participant.  

 

All 

entrants agree that any photograph they submit may be used by the organizers to be reproduced free of charge for 

publication and/or display in media related to the exhibition. The organizer assumes no liability for any misuse 

of the copyright by the entrant. 

 

10-The organizers will handle the photographs with maximum care, however, they cannot take any responsibility 

for eventual damage or loss.

Definition of black and white photography (monochrome) 
 

A black and white work ranging from the very dark grey (black) to the very clear grey (white) is a monochrome 

work with various shades of grey. 

 

A black and white work toned entirely in a single colour will remain a monochrome work able to stand in the 

black and white category; such work may be reproduced in black and white in the catalogue of a salon under 

FIAP Patronage. 

 

On the other hand a black and white work modified by a partial toning or by addition of one colour becomes a 

colour work [polychrome) and pertain to the colour category; such  work requires colour reproduction in the 

catalogue of a salon under FIAP Patronage.
